Walk by the Spirit… The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, 

faithfulness, gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law.   (Galatians 5:16, 22-23) 

 

[ DEFINE ] 

“Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen”  (Hebrews 11:1). 

 “Assurance” (ὑπόστασις):  ὑπό (under) + στασις (to stand / put) = to stand under 

 “Conviction”  (ἔλεγχος):  evidence / standard of proof

TAKEAWAYS:  

 Faith and works are not the same, yet faith and works also can never be separated. 
 A mere profession of belief without producing any good works is dead faith, not true faith. 
 We increase our faith by focusing not on ourselves, but on the object of our faith—Christ.
